Priority is given to International students.
Eligibility:  Only students who are registered for a full time degree course of study at the University of Leeds are eligible for Family Accommodation.  

Allocation: When a flat becomes available, an advertisement will be emailed to all on the waiting list giving a deadline to reply by if you are eligible and interested to view and sign. The person highest on the waiting list who replies within the deadline will have first choice to view and sign for the property. If you accept an offer to view the accommodation. Your application will be removed from the waiting list.
Change of Circumstances: You should notify us of any change of address/telephone number / E-mail address/the number of children for whom accommodation is requested/requirement dates.  Offers of accommodation are sent to you by email (as per the information you supply).  If you move and forget to notify us, you will not receive the offer and it will be assumed that you no longer require family accommodation and your form will be cancelled.

Update of details: We will email you quarterly (usually Sep, Dec, Mar and June) to ask you if you are still seeking family accommodation and to update your details if they have changed. If you fail to reply to the email it will be assumed that you no longer require family accommodation and your form will be removed from the waiting list.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

Only one suitable offer of family accommodation will be made. If you accept an offer to view the accommodation. View and then decide not to take it. Your application will be removed from the waiting list.
(
It is not possible to transfer within University-owned family accommodation - should you sign a contract then wish to move, you must look to the private market after your residence contract with the University of Leeds ends
(
If you leave earlier, you are responsible for the rent to the end of contract date.  You will be signing a LEGALLY BINDING CONTRACT that cannot be cancelled at your request

· Only persons named on your application form are eligible to live in the accommodation and anyone found to be providing accommodation to a person who is not listed (be it temporarily) will be asked to leave.  The Residence Contract will be made void 

· We can only house the student, their partner and dependent children (under 18). We are not able to house extended family members such as parents of the student, siblings, cousins, nannies etc.
· The largest family group we can accommodate is parents and three children. We cannot assist couples with 4 or more children

· A couple without children will only be considered for 1 bedroom accommodation.

With the exception of Guide Dogs (by prior arrangement), animals/pets are not allowed
Type of accommodation: We have one, two and three bedroom flats. With a mixture of locations on or close to campus. Rents vary depending on size and location. The accommodation is fully funished but is basically decorated. This helps to keep the cost of accommodation subsidised below market rents. The University owns and manages some of the accommodation. Whilst other accommodation is nominated by the University but managed day-to-day by Unipol Student Homes. 
Council Tax for Married Students: If the family accommodation is occupied by a full time registered student and spouse only, or a full time registered student, spouse and children under 18 years of age only, then the family accommodation is wholly disregarded for the purposes of council tax.  This means that no council tax is payable.  If another person over 18 is resident in the flat or house then the disregard is overturned and at least 75% of the due Council Tax is payable by the occupants.  The rents quoted for University family accommodation are based on the assumption that no Council Tax is payable.  
Extending Your Contract: Contracts are typically for 52 weeks - from July to July. You are eligible for an extention if you are continuing to study and you are not a a debtor.
Debtors to the University cannot stay, they must leave when the term-time contract ends.
